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Virtual Enterprise students need to make numerous presentations during the course of their program:  grand openings, bank load presentations, advisory committees, school officials, business partners, business plans, year-end reports, etc.  The digital standard for making these presentations is Microsoft’s Power Point program.  It is a widely used program, so much so as many people refer to it as the only vehicle for presentations.  Much like Scotch Tape is the standard for cellophane tape, Jell-O for gelatin, Band Aide for adhesive bandage, etc.  Power Point has defined presentation software.


The purpose of these materials is to offer students and teachers another way to create presentation software.  Although it will take more time, I think that you will find the results worth the effort.


Power point is a linear based piece of software.  You go from one slide to the next, in order until the end slide is reached.  My approach is a non-linear one.  You can access any part of the presentation from a main menu page.  Another advantage is that you can use different back rounds, colors, different slide arrangements, multiple graphics, and navigational aides.  The software is web-based.  HTML and can work as a stand-alone presentation or be featured as a part of your web page.  Since it is a multiple page presentation, different departments can all work on the presentation at the same time.


The Wedding Planner, a virtual enterprise company, from San Marcos High School was used as a model for this presentation.  The original web designer, used a soft, feminine back round for the web pages, and I have followed in a similar way.  I decided to make the navigational aides graphics rather than text.  A logo was created that typifies the Wedding planner.  Eight graphics were selected to represent each of the different elements of this first page: Mission Statement, Company information, Sales and Marketing, Event Planner, Accounting Department, Web Design Department, Accounting, Fundraising and Human Resources Department.  I used the Big Box of Art for the clip art images by design, dragging over the graphic displays a box describing what the link represents.  By clicking it the browser takes the user to that particular page.  By setting up this page in this manner, presenters can go in any order they wish.  They may want to start with the Sales and Marketing Department, or the Company Information page.  It is their choice.  This type of presentation format is amenable to having more than one student deliver the presentation.


Now let’s look at this page in more detail.  Let’s open the page first.  Double click on “Wedding Planner.HTML”.   It should open in your browser.  
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The main elements of the page are the: title, logo, a table containing eight 

boxes, each containing a picture, and VCR type controls to play music.  To see how these elements were created, simply go up to View on the menu bar of the browser and click source.  The code will open in Notepad, a simple text-editor program that comes with all PC’s.  It is located in the accessory group under all programs.


The page is coded in a language referred to as HTML or Hypertext Markup Language.  It is a simple and easy to understand.  After working with it you will wonder why you avoided it for so long.  Many programs can convert the text you type in to HTML web-based documents:  Microsoft Word, Excel, Power Point Dream weaver, Front Page and others have the option to save as an HTML document.  Basically all they do is to put the HTML tags in for you.  For example if you wanted to center a heading on a page using Word, You would use the alignment grid that sets up centering.  If the user wants to create a web page out of this document, they merely save it as web page under the file save commands.  

The Wedding Planner Home Page

The code for center in HTML <CENTER> Text typed </CENTER> tags are added to the document.


HTML tags usually come in pairs.  One tells the browser to start the operation, the ending tag tells it to stop. Let’s look at the code in Notepad for the Wedding Planner presentation.  The first tag, <HTML> tells the browser, Internet Explorer, Netscape Navigator, etc. to treat this as a web page.  The </HTML> is the last tag on the page.  Notice that there is one thing different.  The opening tag does not have a ”/” after the “<”.   That is how you tell an opening tag from and ending tag.  If you scroll down through Notepad, you will see the ending tag.

The next tags <HEAD> </HEAD> is where you place the title for you web page.

Titles are used by search engines to find your web page.  They are also put on the top of the window telling the user the name of the page.  Inside the <Head> tags others can also be placed for web searching.  I chose not to put anything here, because the focus of our works to create presentation software.


The <BODY> </BODY> tags identify the boy or main part of the NTML document.  Many tags can be used within the BODY tags: BACKROUND BGCOLOR  to set the properties of the body.  I wanted to use a small graphic, repeated many times as the back round.  I used a small jpeg image of a bride.  It is called wp3.jpg.  It is quite small, only 101 pixels in width and 145 in height.  You can use any picture you want.  Just create a digital image of the picture and use a photo- editing program to adjust its size.  I used such a program to adjust the size.  I want the repeated image to stay in the back round and not be the focal point of the page.  I used the same photo imaging program’s special effects to give the image the effect that you were viewing it through fog.  Many other special effect options were also available.  The line in our presentation software that creates this back round is

We want the image to repeated over and over.  That is what is meant by a fixed back round.  This is called a property of the back round.  The name of the image appears next.  Our image was called wp3.jpg

On the CD and on the web page are some other back rounds that you can experiment with:  lambswool.jpg, Maize.jpg, Nature Bkgrd.jpg, Paper-linen.jpg, Paper-Pinkplaster.jpg.  Create your own back rounds with a digital camera and photo-editing program.

You can also just use a back round color if you wish 

<BODY BGCOLOR=”RRGGBB”>

Main page goes here

The RRGGBB refers to the red, green blue colors.  For example the color beige is F5F5DC.  You could create this back round color for your page by the following tag <BODY BGCOLOR=”F5F5DC”>.  Another way of doing creating a beige back round would be to say <BODY BGCOLOR=”beige”>   See Java Script color values at the end of this text for examples of colors that can be used.

The next line is Prints the name of our company, The Wedding Planner.  It is centered using the <CENTER> , </CENTER> tag.  The first <CENTER> begins the centering process.  The </CENTER> tells the browser to stop centering text and pictures.  


Font faces are many and varied.  Type in the desired name after <FONT  FACE=”.  You can also specify the color and size of this font

<CENTER><FONT FACE = "Copperplate Gothic Bold" SIZE =7 COLOR="8A2BE2">the Wedding 

Planner</CENTER>.  You could have used Header Level tags to put in the title as well.

The next line places the logo for the Wedding Planner on the page.

<IMG SRC="wedding planner logo.jpg" HEIGHT = 150 WIDTH = 150 BORDER=0><P>. You can specify the height and width of the log here as well.  If you wanted to put a border around your logo, set the border for a number between 1 and 5.  The <P> creates a new paragraph.


The next line creates a table.  Tables are great ways of organizing data.  You can put almost any other HTML tag into a table cell.

The beginning <TABLE tag tells the browser that a table is coming.  The </TABLE> lets the browser that you are finished working with tables.  Tables can have borders.  This one does not.  Try a number between 1 and 5.  If no border is set, the border is set by default to one pixel.  CELLPADDING determines the amount of space between a cell’s borders and its contents.  The default is one pixel.  CELLSPACING determines the amount of space inserted between cells.  The default is 2 pixels between cells.

When beginning a table, you need to tell the browser that you are starting a new table row.  Rows are horizontal in arrangement.  The command to do this is <TR>

Table cells are the individual entries that make up the row.  The command to start a table cell are <TD>, which stands for table data.  Below is an example of a table with two rows and three cells in each row.

The next line is a line that the browser ignores.  You might ask, why we would want to use such a line.  These lines are called comment lines.  It gives the web developer a tool to make notes to themselves.  Here we are just trying to say that the table data for the first cell is for the mission statement link.

<!- mission statement navigation icon-->.  Another useful function for the comment line, it to comment out a line that you don’t want to show up, but still want to keep.  To test web pages, you must always save the notepad first before refreshing the browser.  You could use a comment to test out a number of different tags, and text without deleting them.


The next line creates a table cell with a link to another page called “mission.html”

The next line puts an image of a mission into the table cell, which is centered and has no border.  VSPACE specifies extra blank space or margins around the image

This next line supplies an alternative string of text if the browser has no graphics capability.  Almost all browser have this capability.  But the line makes it so that when the user of the page, drags over the graphic, the text is displayed.

The </A> ending tag is needed so that the link to the other page works and the </TD> is needed to state that this is the end of data for this table cell.

The rest of the page is just duplicating table cells to navigate to other pages.  The format of the cell is identical.

These lines load the music file and set the size of the controls.  Autostart is set to false so that the music does not play as soon as the page is loaded.  The controls allow the user to play, pause, rewind and fast-forward the song.

The Mission Statement Page

Double Click on Mission.html to see the next page of the presentation.
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  The page has four elements: Title, Logo, mission statement, navigational icon to return to Wedding planner home page.  You will notice a few similarities with the home page.  The back round and logo are the same.  Click on VIEW  the click on SOURCE  to see the coding of this page of the presentation.

A program called Coffee Cup Image Maker was used to create a clickable image map out of the graphic.  We cover clickable image maps in a few minutes.  The name of the program used to generate this HTML document is listed inside the <HEAD> Tags.


You have seen this line before. It creates the background for the page. <Body  bgProperties=fixed background=wp3.jpg>


The next line sets the font, color and size.

When you are finished defining areas and the corresponding URL and ALTs, you save the file.  If you look down at the bottom of the Coffee Cup Image maker, you can add the HTML code that it puts in for you. Next, simply save the file.  You can then open it in Notepad and add additional stuff.  Be careful not to change the position of the graphic in any way as then the coordinates will not be the same and the clickable map will not work

I found the software easy to use and it was only $29.00.  The software determines the coordinates of the map for you.  There are a number of special deals for educators.  Go to http://www.coffeecup.com/k12/
You can also get a 30-day trial version for free.  That is what I did initially so I could try it out.

The last two tags end the body, </BODY> and the document </HTML>

Event Planner

The Event Planner, Web Page, Fundraising and Human Resources pages are set up in the same way.  I will describe how to do one of these pages instead of all of them. The only thing that needs to be changed is the text in the table cells, the title and the name of the department.  Here is what the Event Planner page looks like.
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To see the code, click on View, the select Source.

<HTML><HEAD><TITLE>Special Events Department</TITLE>.  This line let’s  the browser know that this is a web based document, <HTML>.  Remember that at the end of the document you need to have an ending <HTML> tag.  The <HEAD> tags give us a place to put the title of the document.

<BODY bgProperties=fixed background="wp3.jpg">.  This line creates the back round of the page.  The picture used is called wp3.jpg.  It was loaded into a photo- editing program and reduced in size.  A special effects filter, was used to mute it.

<CENTER><FONT face="Thunderbird BT" color=#9370db size=4>The Wedding Planner.  This line contains the name of our company.  You can see the type of font size and color used.  The title is centered using <CENTER>.  Each line will continue to be centered until the ending </CENTER> tag is encountered.

These next lines create a new paragraph, <P>, set up a new font, Comic Sans MS.  The color is medium purple, size 5 and the put in the text, the name of the department.  Two additional blank spaces, <P> are then added.

<TABLE cellSpacing=3 cellPadding=3 border=3>.  This line creates a table, with 3 pixels of space between a cell’s borders and it contents.  There is a 3-pixel border around the table and 3 pixels of space between individual cells.

<CAPTION><FONT face="Copperplate Gothic Bold" color=#8a2be2 size=3>Job Responsibilities</FONT></CAPTION></FONT>.  The previous two lines create a caption for our table, Job Responsibilities.  A particular font face is used along with a size of 3 and color blue violet.

To start the table, we need to tell the browser that this is a new row with the, <TR> command.

The next three lines tell the browser that in this first table cell we want an image with a height of 95 and a width of 185.  The picture name is “admin.gif”.  When you pass the cursor over the picture, the text in the ALT= command will display on the screen.  The HSPACE  and VSPACE tags, specify the extra blank space around the image.

  The next five sets of lines are designed to create the individual cells of the table.  In each of the cells, some of the job responsibilities for the department are listed.  After the fourth cell, <TD>, it is time to end this row, </TR> and to start another row of the table with the <TR>.

The last table data cell is designed to be a link back to the Wedding Planner’s main page.

Sales and Marketing Department

If you want to have more detail in your presentation for each department, you might want to use the layout I used for the Sales and Marketing Department and the Accounting Department.  Here is what the Sales and Marketing Department page looks like.
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You will notice that the company name and department appear at the top of the page.  A table with 7 columns and two rows contains revolving images showing our product line of bride’s dresses, tuxedos, limos, flowers, catering, etc.  In the table cells that follow in the first row are pictures of all of our department’s members.  When you drag over the picture, their job title appears.  When you click on their pictures, a page will be loaded that shows that person and their individual job responsibilities.  I just used some pictures that I scanned out of magazines.  You would want to use digital photo of your actual employees.

The next four cells in the table, represented by picture are the Four P’s of marketing:  product, price, promotion and place.  Dragging over these cells, names each element in the marketing mix.  Clicking on them will take you to another page describing in more detail that particular item.  The last three cells are set aside for grand opening, trade fairs and returning to the Wedding Planner main page.


Let’s look at the construction of this page of the presentation.  Click on View.  Click on Source to see the HTML code.  The first line sets up the title, as you have seen before in other pages.  The <SCRIPT> tag let’s the browser that some JavaScript code is coming next.  JavaScript tags always go inside the <HEAD>, </HEAD> tags.  The next set of lines is designed to display a number of images in a revolving sort of way.  Images were selected to depict the different items in out product line:  tuxedos, dresses, cakes, reception, etc.  The line 

imgArray = new Array(7); 

 lets the browser that there are seven pictures in the group.  Programmers call this an “array”.  The first image in the array is [0] and the last is [6]

imgArray[0] = new Image;

imgArray[0].src = "cake.jpg";

The two lines above, load the image into the computer.  The first loads a blank image, the second loads a picture of a cake.

The line that loads it in is document.banner.src = imgArray[index].src;
The program loops through all 7 images and loads them in one at a time.  The program pauses, then loads the next blank picture and then the next real picture

After going through all the pictures, the index (0-6) is set to zero index = 0;

The program then goes back to the beginning and starts again.

 The line that states: function select() is the part of the program that actually loads the pictures into browser’s memory.  The brace {, begins the lines in the function called select.  The line that states: index = Math.floor(Math.random()* 7); randomly loads all 7 images at random.  The next line document.banner.src = imgArray[index].src; is the line that actually loads in the images.  The next line 

setTimeout("select()",1000); 

is a delay, so that each picture stays on the screen for a short while.  By changing the number you can adjust this delay.  The line that states:  return; starts the process all over again.  The last brace } marks the end of the function.

These two lines tell the browser to end the JavaScript language.  The next line tells the browser that this is the end of the head tag.


By now you should be familiar with the <BODY> tag. Remember this is the one we just discussed, the JavaScript code.  The rest of the code in this tag sets the background.


The next lines set up the name of the company and department.

The table data in the first row displays and creates a link tot another page for each employee in the department.  The lines are almost identical except the for the link , the image, and the Alternative text (ALT).

Make sure when working with graphic images and links to other pages, that all these documents are in the same folder.  Using an image editing program’s special effects softened these photos.  You may choose not to use this type of filter.  It depends what type of business you have and the kind of impression that you want to make.  The next five table cell data lines are for the individual employees in the department.  We will look at their individual pages a little later on in the lesson.


To begin a new row, end the current row with </TR> and then use the <TR> tag to begin a new row.


The lines that follow are very similar to the ones we have just discussed.  Each table data cell contains an image, which has a link to another page.  The ALT describes what each one is.

Now let’s look at the links from the Sales and Marketing page.   If we click on the first picture, the VP of sales and marketing, here the presentation page that loads.
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A you can see, the purpose of this page is to show the job responsibilities and job description of the Vice President of Sales.  There also tow links on the page.  One link takes you back to the Sales and Marketing page, the other to the main page.


Let’s view the source code of this page.  Things should start to look pretty familiar to you by now if you have diligently gone thru the previous parts of this lesson.

One new thing is the listing of the job descriptions.  The lines that do this are as follows

<LI>Assisting in the management, creation and implementation of the marketing strategy

<LI>Initiates and manages discussions and sales with other companies

<LI>Negotiates agreements concerning large company contracts

<LI>Oversees the company's Sales Department

<LI> Analyzes trends and recommends aggressive sales strategies in order to maximize.

The <LI> makes a list item and puts a circular outline in the shape of a bullet.


All of the department employee pages are designed in this way, so I won’t go into detail on each of them.

Click on the Sales and marketing link, to get back to the department’s presentation page.  Now look don to the second row and see where it says “Product”.  Click on that link to load that page.  It should look like this.

Product
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There seven items in out product line: tuxedos, dresses, flowers, catering, wedding cakes, photography and limousines.  There is table data cell for each graphical link.  There are also two other links: to the sales and marketing page and the main page.


Click on View, Source to see how this page is laid out.  There is not much new here, with one exception.  Since business partners were a major factor in the Wedding Planner, a link to each of their web site was put into the web page.  I am using it here in the presentation software, since it really enhances a presentation.  The line that makes this link is <A HREF="http://kingtux.com">.  When giving you presentation, you will want to use your own business partners.  First establish if they have a web page, then check it out.  Finally create the link in your presentation software.  Always make sure that you are connected to the Internet for these links to work.  The links on this page are active web pages for these companies as of the time that this document was created, January 2007.


Click the sales and marketing link to back to the department’s page.


Click on the “Price” link to continue.  Your page should look like the following

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The page is set up to display the three packages: diamond, ruby and emerald.  Features of each package are listed for each of the product lines:  floral, photography, catering and wedding cake.  The details are all arranged in a table, and each item appears in a list box, that can be scrolled up and down.  Let’s look at the code for this page.  Remember, click on View/Source. There are only three columns in the table one for each of the packages.  Each package occupies a single table data cell, even though there are option boxes in the cell.  The top part of the page should be very familiar by now.

Grand Openings
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This page works just like the last one.  There are no links, however, except back to sales and marketing and the home page

Trade Fairs
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This page is set up just like the previous one.  Its purpose is to show the audience what trade fairs are all about using six pictures and descriptions.

Accounting Department
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This page features seven table data cells.  Each one has separate links to other pages.  The pictures of the employees are the same ones I used for the sales and marketing department.  You, of course, would want to use actual pictures of your department people.  Make sure that your images are in the same folder as the HTML page and the code to load the images is the same as the file name you used to save your pictures.  I used jpeg as the picture format and a fog filter to soften each picture.  Each picture takes you to another page that describes each employee’s job description and duties.  These employee pages are identical in format to what I used for the employees of the sales and marketing department. 


The first table cell is different for the others.  I used image-mapping software to create links for the financial statements our company produces each month:  Trial Balance, Income Statement and Balance Sheet.  Each of the bottom three-file drawers in the graphic represents a link to each of these documents.  The heading is similar to all other presentation page headings.


The code for the file cabinet is listed below.  Remember I used click able image mapping software to create this.  See previous sections on a full explanation of how this software works.

Trial Balance
By clicking on the second drawer of the file cabinet, the browser loads a trial balance for The Wedding Planner.  This is after the first month of operation.  The data was created by the General Ledger and Financial reports that I wrote.
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After making the heading a table is set up with seven columns.  The first column is wider to accommodate longer account names.  The other six, the ones that contain the numbers are identical in length. A table was used to line up the data.  Totals for each column appear at the end of each column.  Year-to-date as well as current monthly number is incorporated into the software.   You may choose to use a spreadsheet to set up your financial statements if you wish.
