Testing the Page

Double-click the "Products.html" page

Write down on a piece of paper what the order will consist of.  Order one, two or three of each item. Include different sizes, colors and styles if applicable.

Order these exact items on the web page.

Fill in the customer information section.  Make sure you fill in each field 

Click the "Submit Button"

Go to your email program

Check to see if the form mail, your order, was delivered to the email address in the "mailTo:” address specified.

Here is an example that I ran using my products.html page.  The email should read, "Form posted from Internet Explorer"

Remember the data will different based on what you input into your form.

Mboard1"=on

quantityMboard1=1

sizeMboard1=xxl

lastName=Belch

firstName=Jerry

highSchool=Dos Pueblos

highSchoolAddress=7266 alameda Avenue

highSchoolCity=Goleta

highSchoolState=CA

highSchoolZip=93117

eMail=jerrybelch@cox.net

submitbutton=Submit Order

The email takes a little translation.  In the example above I ordered one of the men's board shorts size 2XL.  

 Check the email with the order you wrote out with the one you hand wrote.

Make sure all the information checks out with the way it is on the paper.

If it is not the same then you have an error on your web page.

Check each line carefully for errors.

Correct and try the process again

Continue debugging until it works perfectly

If the email does not go through, then substitute another email address in the Mail To tag.  Some school districts block email from coming in to their servers.

Upload you files to your we host’s server

Submit the URL to Virtual Enterprise Central Office prior to the deadline. If you do not do this you cannot enter the web page competition.

The staff of the VEC will put your URL on the Shopping Mall in the category that best suits your type of business.

Try out you web page on the server.  Maks sure all links work and that all items are they way you want.  Check for spelling, etc.

Check your web pages against the VE rubric for web competitions to make sure that you have met all criteria.

Company training: Each person in the company should be familiar with the web site

Check deadline for mail in competitions

If you are a finalist you must defend how you created your web page.

Be PREPARED to defend and explain each line of code if you signed up for the advanced division.
