This week's lesson is the creation of the About Us Page of your web site

Included in the About Us Page are four links. They are

1.Management   Team.

 
2.Organizational Chart

3.Mission Statement

 4.Job Descriptions.

Turn in a listing of each of these pages to your instructor when finished.

 If you are not using Notepad as your editor create the About Us page with its links embedded in a table.  

Make sure to include all links as they are an integral part of this page.

If you are creating the code for yourself, load "About.html" into Notepad, get a printout and refer to it as you create your own page.

 Click on the sample, "About Us", to see the results of the listing.

Before beginning the page, make sure that you have the Navigational controls at the top of the page.

You may have already saved the controls under the file name" About.html".  If that is the case load that 

file.

As you can see above, this page describes things about our company: Mission Statement, Management 

Team, a Picture of our company an Organizational Chart and Job Descriptions.

Regardless of what software you use, we want these Web pages, Mission statement, Organizational 

Chart, Job Descriptions, and Management Team produced and linked together..  The instructions below 

describe how to create these pages in Notepad.

Check to make sure that title, style sheet link and navigational controls are in place on the page.

Make sure that the picture of the two surfers is not part of the navigational controls.  We will use it later. 

Remember that the non-breaking space code is after the name of the company

 Set the font face size and color.

 Headline one is the title of the page

 The next lines are the main part of this page.

The links are all encompassed in a table with a border of 3 and a dim gray background with cellspacing 

and cellpadding set at 3

Inside the first table row is a data cell.  ROWSPAN=3 creates a cell that spans three cells

The <A href="Organizational Chart.html> is the name of one of the files to load into this cell.

To put more than one picture or data into one cell use the<P> between the links.  There are four 

objects in this table data cell:  Organizational Chart, Logo, Mission Statement link and surfers at sunset picture

.

 The next table data cell, <TD> holds three objects: Link to the Management Team, Job 

descriptions link and a company picture

.

 Examine the listing carefully to see how this is done.

 Notice that the file "jobs.html" occupies a table row, as does the company picture

 Remember to end the table row and the table

List and printout out the Management Team

 Click on the link above to see what the finished product might look like.

 Make sure that the link to the style sheet is there along with the navigational controls

After the table, set the desired font face, size and color for the text

Create a headline for the name of the page, Management Team

 Begin an unordered list with each employee and their titles.

Mission Statement

List and printout out the Mission Statement

Click on the link above to see what the finished product might look like.

 Make sure that the link to the style sheet is there along with the navigational controls

After the table, set the desired font face, size and color for the text

Create a headline for the name of the page, Mission Statement

 Set the font for the text of the mission statement

Type in the mission statement

Organizational Chart

List and printout out the Organizational Chart

Click on the link above to see what the finished product might look like.

 Make sure that the link to the style sheet is there along with the navigational controls

After the name of the company put in a blank paragraph

Turn off centering

 Use the image contrrol to put in the picture of the organizational chart

The organizational chart can be made in a many ways.  Mircosoft's Powerpoint has a template for one.  

When I was finished, I just used save as a jpg type file to turn the presentation into a picture file.

List and printout out the job page

 Click on the link above to see what the finished product might look like.

 Make sure that the link to the style sheet is there along with the navigational controls

After the table, set the desired font face, size and color for the text

Create a headline for the name of the page, Virtual Enterprise Job Descriptions

Use headlines and centering to format descriptions

Type in the Job Descriptions
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
